
Report of the International Women’s day celebration held on  8

International Women’s Day was celebrated at ICAR-CIRG on 8
th

 March, 2022 under the 

theme ‘Gender Equality Today for a Sustainable Tomorrow’ as given by the UN. It was a 

celebration of the “social, economic, cultural and political achievements of women”.
